To Tom, the most important aspect of our Town is its rural enviconment. Keeping this environment intact will
be a constant battle because of the fast growth of the Santa Clara Valley. There will always be pressure from out-
side to change the rural nature of the Town. Tom thinks that it is important to encourage people who have
assimilated the rural environment philosophy to serve the Town.

As available spaces in the Town are filled, we need to have ordinances and clear plans to keep our rural en-
vironment. The passage of Proposition 13 eliminated one source of revenue to the Town and Tom feels that this
is a plus because it forces those in government toward better management of finances. Building fees, now dwin-
dling, have always been a steady source of income for the Town. As the Town is buift up, we must find replace-
ment sources of income.

Mayor McReynolds stated that the Town has a very perceptive citizenry. They are alert to what is happening,
therefore, those in government must not just talk about issues; they must take action. The residents are willing
to accept honest mistakes by those serving, but continual ineptness or out-and-out dishonesty would result in
the elected official’s being recalled from office.

Tom also commented on the physical isolation of neighbors in the Hills, which he feels has not eliminated
their tendency to be supportive of each other. They keep an eye out for one another’s property and person. This
Town is a friendly place in which to live. In that trend, Mayor McReynolds added that even though he does not
presently have regular ‘““Mayor hours,” anyone may get in touch with him just by phoning and making an
appointment to see him at Town Hall.

In July, however, he will be busy with his number one hobby, sailing. He will be entered in the Honolulu
Sailing Race for the third time. We wish him happy sailing on the ocean and in his Town work.

There were 84 reported auto accidents in 1978. Two of these involved fatal injuries. Speed was the number
one cause of all accidents and alcohol was second. Most alcohol related accidents involve people between the
ages of 15 and 24.

It appears from the accident reports that the greatest risk days are Thursday, Friday, and Saturday with Noon
to 1:00 p.m. and 4:00 to 7:00 p.m. the most dangerous hours. Wednesdays from 6:00 to 8:00 a.m. are the safest
times to drive on our roads.

There were only two serious auto/bike accidents in 1978. Let's keep our eyes open for children on bikes
during the summer! Please, drive carefully and enjoy your vacation.

Although cool and overcast, more than 200 runners participated in the Los Altos Hills Mayor’s Safety Aware-
ness Run at Foothill College on April 22nd. The race was sponsored by the Town to promote safety awareness
for runners and, prior to the race, runners attended a workshop with instructions provided by Jim Howell, run-
ning instructor at Foothill College; Len Wallach, race director for the Bay to Breakers Race; and Joe Oakes and
Phil Lenehan, both noted local running experts. During the workshop, runners were informed about the
“hazards" of running in the Town: what to do when a horse is encountered on the trail, how to negotiate the
narrow winding roads, and how to identify poison oak.

The Traffic and Public Safety and Pathway Committees jointly selected the route, which included trails and
roads. As a result of the race there are some greatly improved trails from O‘Keefe to Robleda and from Duval to
Josefa far all the residents to enjoy.

The spirit of the Town was kept by Mayor Pro Tem David Proft and his “Moody Road Bunch,” who followed
the runners to ensure the rules of the “trail” were obeyed. Mayor Tom McReynolds got the runners off to a
quick start without injuring anyone while firing the starting gun.

Race Director, Nancy Yeend, organized the event and managed to collect $500 in prize donations that were
awarded to the participants.

MAILBOX LOCATIONS

Before leaving his position on June 1, 1979, as outgoing Postmaster Walter D. Chronert supplied the following

tips on locating and maintaining mailboxes in rural areas:

(1) On motorized routes with curbline delivery, it is recommended that the box be either the approved tradi-
tional rural type box or an approved suburban box of contemporary design; however, any box that gives
protection from the weather and allows safe, convenient delivery from the carrier’s vehicle is acceptable.

(2) Boxes should be installed so that the bottom of the box is between three-and one half and four feet from

the roadway.
(3) Where boxes are not located directly in front of the customer’s residence, the house number should be
shown on the box.
(4) Mailboxes must be located on the right hand side of the road in the direction traveled by the carrier.
Boxes and supports should be kept painted and free of rust.
(5) Only mail is permitted to be placed in the box. A tube-can can be attached to the support for newspapers.
Mr. Chronert also noted that several local cases of vandalism to both mail and boxes have been handled by the
county courts in the past two months and he added that parents should advise their children that it is a federal
offense 10 damage a mailbox or tamper with any mail.
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
